   APPLYING EARLY?  
WHAT DOES THIS MEAN? 
Many seniors have begun to submit 
college applications. Some schools have 
early deadlines of Nov.1 or Nov.15. It is 
important for all candidates to fully 
understand what they are applying for: 
 

Early Decision: This is a binding 
decision designed for the strong 
candidate who clearly has the college to 
which he/she is applying as his/her first 
choice. You will receive a decision no 
later than Dec. 15.  If you apply Early 
Decision and are admitted, the college 
will expect you to commit now (not May 1) 
and withdraw your applications from 
other colleges. 
 

Early Action: This results in a non-
binding decision. It does allow for your 
application to be reviewed early in the 
admission process as well as it allows you 
to let the school know you are very 
interested in them. You can then have the 
opportunity to hear from all your schools 
before committing to one. Your deadline 
to decide is May 1. 
 

Rolling Admissions: Many colleges 
make admissions decisions on 
applications as they receive them.  For 
these schools you generally hear within 3-
4 weeks of applying.  Since they are filling 
their class as they go, it is to your 
advantage to get your application in 
early. Many schools get choosier as they 
get closer to the deadline date.  If 
admitted, you have until May 1 to commit.  

 
 

Scholarship Tips 
At the same time you are applying to 
college, you should be asking important 
questions about costs and opportunities for 
funding a college education. One source I 
highly recommend is the free scholarship 
search found at www.fastweb.com.  
Here are FastWeb’s Top 10 Tips When 
Applying for Scholarships: 
      1.  Apply only if you’re eligible!   
      2.  Complete the application in full. 
      3.  Follow directions. 
      4.  Neatness counts. 
      5.  Make sure your essay makes an 
            impression. 
      6.  Watch out for deadlines. 
      7.  Make copies before sending. 
      8.  Give it a final “once-over.” 
      9.  Ask for help if you need it. 
     10. Remember – your scholarship 
            application represents you!
